e Applicant must include proof of acceptance to an accredited college, university, or trade
school.

e Critical financial need ($75,000 or less adjusted gross family income preferred for the entire
household; if higher an explanation of financial need must be provided).

e Provide unofficial high school, community college, college, trade school, and university
transcript in a sealed envelope from the granting institution. An official transcript will be
required from all final scholarship recipients.

e High School applicants must have the endorsement of their Guidance Counselor on their
application attesting they are a qualified applicant for this scholarship program. E.L.C.C.
strongly suggests that each high school presents this opportunity to all student applicants
who match this scholarship’s guidelines.
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Scholarship Awards:

e Awardees will be notified on or before May 25, 2021.

e Scholarships will be awarded by December of the current year (providing official transcripts
are received from each scholarship recipient).
